I. Rear Latch Assembly

Latch Operation

1. Using the flap on the lever portion of the latch, lift up 

and release pressure on the lid.
2. Lift latch up and over hook on the lid.
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5. To close the lid, Place top of latch over the hook on 

the lid as shown.
6. Using the additional flap on the lever portion of the 

latch, push the bottom lever down until the latch 

snaps into place.

3. Flip rear latch down away from the hook on the lid. 4. Open Lid

Latch Operation
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7. Shown above is the case in the closed position.

Lid Operation

8. Lift lid upwards fully.

9. Slide lid forward in slot. The lid will now stay open for placement of gun and other equipment. To close, slide lid 

backwards and shut.
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12. Clean the inside of the most rearward portion of 

the lid with alcohol or degreaser. Cut a 5” long piece 

of adhesive backed 2” wide Velcro and apply it to the 

area shown. This Velcro is used to secure the Rear 

Upper Foam Pad (E).

13. Clean the inside of the Lid along the sides in the 

area shown. with alcohol or degreaser. Cut two 15” 

long piece of adhesive backed 2” wide Velcro and 

apply it to the area shown. This Velcro is used to 

secure the Front Upper Foam Pad (F).

Velcro Installation

10. Start by cleaning the inside of the rear of the Base 

with alcohol or degreaser. Cut a 4” long piece of adhesive 

backed 2” wide Velcro and apply it to the area shown. 

This Velcro is used to secure the Rear Lower Foam Pad 

(C).

11. Clean the inside of the Base in front of the forward 

most hook with alcohol or degreaser. Cut a 11” long 

piece of adhesive backed 2” wide Velcro and apply it 

to the area shown. This Velcro is used to secure the 

Front Lower Foam Pad (D).
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16. Rear Upper Foam Pad (E). 17. Front Upper Foam Pad (F).

18. The Foam Pad locations are shown below. Adjust the Front Foam Pads (D & F) forward or back to best fit your specific 

gun. The Front Upper Foam Pad (F) should be located in front of the scope (when applicable) and give some downward 

compression on the barrel or sight rail to help isolate the gun from moving around during transit.

Foam Pad Location
NOTE: The Velcro locations will work for most guns, however they can be placed differently to better fit a 

specific gun. The pads have Velcro on them so that they can be adjusted to fit a wide variety of guns 

depending on the application and accessories on the weapon itself.
